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 On April 27th, a team of thirteen people will 
leave for Brazil.  They will minister in a variety 
of ways.  They will spend five days working in 
the community center operated by MAD.  Fifty 
children come to this center daily for tutoring 
with school lessons and Bible study.  They are 
given two meals each day, showers and clean 
clothes. 
 One of the major projects while the team is 
there will be to help with Project: Starfish.  In 
January of 2004, David Slone, founder of MAD, 
conducted the first Project: Starfish at a school in 
Campina Grande.  Over 1,000 children came for 
the day.  Every child received a toothbrush, tooth 
paste, lice treatment, worm treatment, skin 
disease care and much more.  Hundreds of 
haircuts were given, as well as blood sugar and 
blood pressure testing. 

The second Project Starfish was 
conducted in October of 2005 and was set up in 
the community center run by MAD and several 
hundred families received the same services as 
those in the previous year. 

This team of thirteen will conduct the 
third Project: Starfish.  It will also be in the 
community center which is located outside the 
city of  Sao Jose de Mata.  All ten rooms will be 
converted into stations for performing the same 
services listed above.  Several other things were 
added in October and will be done again.  
Toenails and fingernails were clipped (most for 
the first time ever), the children & adults got a 6 
month supply of vitamins, the children each got a 
comb and/or brush, sandals and a toy.  Each 

family was and 
will be given a 
large bag of 
food (shown 
to the left).
